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POLARBEAR

Living on the Arctic ice floes in temperatures as low as -55°C, the polar bear has partially webbed paddle-like paws to walk on the ice and swim easily, translucent fur and black skin to transfer
and absorb the sun’s heat quicker. Adult polar bears are usually solitary, spending much of the time travelling long distances in search of food.
